1. Introduction - (Times New Roman, 14pt, boldface, separated by one line from the keywords or text of paragraph)

Normal text (Times New Roman, 12 pt, first paragraph). A new paragraph starts with a half blank line (6 pt) and a new line without indentation.
Dear authors, thank you very much for the submission of your paper to the 7th International Conference FIBRE CONCRETE 2013.

All abstracts will be peer reviewed and evaluated based on their originality, technical and/or research merit, correctness and relevance to the conference by a scientific committee.

The paper should be original and not published elsewhere before.

All review papers will be included in the Conference Proceedings – the short papers will be in the printed version of proceedings and the full papers on CD. The authors are asked to submit their paper in both full paper format and in short paper format!

After the conference the Conference Proceedings will be submit for evaluation by Thomson Reuters.

The official language of the conference will be English. The proceeding papers are accepted in English only. On the conference will be arranged this year simultaneous Czech translation for the main sessions.

A paper is only accepted to be published in the Proceedings if at least one of the authors is registered at the Conference (until July 13, 2013).

The paper template is valid for full and short versions of the papers. Please conform to the guidelines strictly. In case of doubt, the Organizing Committee will return poorly formatted text.

Please write in Word 2003 or 2007 version (*.doc or *.docx)
2.1 The Short Paper

· 2 pages

· should contain keywords, followed by a brief description of the work together with main conclusions, reference shall not be listed
· will be published in the Conference Proceedings

· will be scaled down to A5 format and will be printed in black and white only

· the file name should be: Short_SURNAME_Name.doc (or .docx), where SURNAME_Name is first author of the paper (e.g. SMITH_John.doc)
2.2 The Full Paper

· up to 10 pages (even number of pages)

· will be published on the Conference CD

· the electronic version is limited only by the file size 10 MB

· may contain figures in colour

· the file name should be: Full_Surname_Name.doc, where Surname_Name is first author of the paper
